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The purposes of this research were to study factors affecting to effective learning of vocational
students in Basic Machine Tool Subject for the Southern Vocational Institute 5 using sampling group of
169 students by stratified random sampling technique. Questionnaire was used as tool to collect
data. The data was analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard error, and stepwise regression
analysis. Results showed that institute, department, and grade point average (GPA) factors were
showed affecting on positively learning achievement for significantly different at the level of .01.
Moreover, the regression analysis was showed that those factors could be used to predict for
learning achievement at 77.9%. Finally, student opinions’ results found that student, teacher,

environment, and friend relationship factors were at the high level.
