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Health volunteers play an important role in the surveillance of Avian Influenza.
This study aims to examine the relationship between knowledge attitude and behaviors on
surveillance of Avian Influenza among health volunteers. Population in this study
consisted of 185 health volunteers in Tambol Maelai, Amphur Muang, Prae Province. Data
were collected using self-administered questionnaires which were constructed by the researcher.
Data were analyzed using descriptive stastistic and Pearson product moment correlation
coefficient.

The result revealed that knowledge of the population were at moderate level (71.9 %),
attitude at good level (69.2 %) and behavior at moderate level (50.8 %). There were statistical
significant correlation between knowledge, attitude and surveillance behavior (p<.01).

The result from this study indicates that knowledge among health volunteers
needs to continuously be strengthened to improve attitude and behavior of health volunteers

in surveillance of Avian Influenza.
