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I. To learn about knowledge and understanding of graduate students in Chiang Mai

This independent study has 3 objectives which are:

province towards the roles of Constitutional Court.

2. To learn about levels of attention of graduate students at Chiang Mai educational
institutions towards tie verdicts of Constitutional Court.

3. To learn about the cxpectations of gradunte students at Chiang Mai educational
institutions towards the performance of duties of Constitutional Court.

The study uses data and information which are gathered by the use of specific sanipling
from 280 undergraduate students who are studying in the ficlds of Laws, Political Science or
Public Administration at 3 educational institutions in Chiang Mai province which are: Chiang
Mai University. Payup University and Rajaphat Chiang Mai Institute. The gathered data and
information are analyscd by the use of percentage. average means and s1andard deviations.

The study finds that the students have knowledge and understanding of the roles and
duties of Constitutional Court at medium level. That is: the students have more knowledge and
understanding on generalizations of Constitutional Court than sclection of judges and case
consideration procedures.

The students have more attention towards the verdicts of Constitutional Court on the

topics which are talks of the town at the highest levels.

The students have high level of cxpectations on the qualifications of judges of
Constitutional Court. But they have comparatively little expectation according to the role of the
constitutional court as an independent institution, as well as the recruitiment of the constitutional

judge by the senator.
