ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) concepts of the drug addicts
rehabilitation, Z) knowledge and understanding in the drug addicts rehabilitation of the probation
personnel 3) problems and obstacles in tiie drug addicts rehabilitation , and 4) ways in improving
tlie drug addicts rehabilitation system.

A closed-ended questionnaire was used to collect data from 304 probation pcrsonnel who
worked 1n several provinces. Data analysis involved statistics such as percentage, mean and
ANOVA.

The findings were:

1. The respondents’ knowledge and understanding in the drug addicts rehabilitation were
quite high.

2. The respondents’ age and marital status affected their knowledge and understanding.
