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The purposes of this study were to examine the nutrition knowledge of parents and
nutritional status of children at kindergarten level, and the correlation between parent’s nutrition
knowledge and nutritional status of children at kindergarten level. Seventy population included 35
parents and 35 children from kindergarten 1 to 3 in the second semester of academic year 2004,
Mansilp Kindergarten School, Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province. The
instruments consisted of questionnaires for parents and personal record form of weight and height
of children and compared with the criteria of Health Department, Ministry of Public Health,
version 1999. Data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage and Contingency Correlation
Coefficient.

The results showed that parental knowledge of nutrition was at very good level. Most of
the children were in normal nutritional status. The correlation between parent’s nutrition

knowledge and the nutritional status of the children was low. (c=0.26)
