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The purpose of this descriptive study was to examine knowledge of sexual problems
and sex counseling among registered nurses in Suanprung Hospital Chiang Mai Province. The
population were 119 registered nurses, who worked at Suanprung Hospital. The instrument used
in this study was a questionaire form. The content validity was verified by 4 experts and the
content reliability was .71. Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics, frequency, mean
and standard deviation.

The results of the study showed that most registered nurses had knowledge of sexual
problems at a moderate level (44.5%). Also, it was found that most registered nurses had
knowledge of sex counseling at the highest level (48.7%).

The results of this study can be used as the base line data in providing knowledge of
sexual problems, especially Premature ejaculation, Swinging, and sex counseling to registered

nurses at Suanprung Hospital.
