This independent research deals with studying knowledge and behavior regarding forest
resource conservation. It was conducted with the following objectives: 1) to study level of
knowledge of the 3" ycar secondary school students in Amphoe Chiang Khong concerning forest
resource conscrvation and 2) to study behavior of ihe 3¢ year secondary school students in
Amphoe Ching Khong in relation to forest resource conservation.

Subjects for the research are the 3_myear secondary school stadents in Chiang Khong
Wittayakhom School, Huay Soh Wittayakhom School, and Runrung Wittaykhom Sciiool, totaling
of 167 students from 286 students.

Rescarch inethod included constructed questionnaire, which was divided into three parts:
general information, knowledge on forest resource conservation, and behavior in forest resource
conservation.

Res alts of the study could be summarized as follows :

1) The majority of students have knowledge on the forest resource conservation at high
level, having a mean score of 38 from a total of 44, since the school emphasizes knowledge and
activitics concerning forest resource conscrvation.

2) The majority of students have behavior in the forest resource conscrvation at rather
satisfactory or medium level, 116 of mean score from totaling of 168. These generally are
admirable behaviors, such as planting trees to replace the exploited ones and buying some

dccorative trees to plant in the house compound.
