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Abstract

This research was aimed to give opportunities for teachers to reflect their opinions on the
abilities of teaching Thai and English including the use of computers for professional
development to build knowledge for finding patterns of filling the competence of teaching using
language and technology. The participants were the teachers in regional education of Songkhla,
Phattalung and Tran. The purposive sampling participants were chosen from 300 teachers who
taught different subjects both in primary and secondary levels regardless of teaching Thai or
English or majoring in Thai or English. Twenty teachers were from primary school with 4 from
each school and twenty teachers were from secondary school with 4 from each school. The
research questionnaires were collected as data of the research study. The analysis of the data was

done using percentage, means and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The results from evaluation of teachers’ competence in language and technology found
that the three provinces have the means and standard deviation in the lower level of 2.25. When
each aspect of the competence was examined, teachers’ competence of using Thai for
communication was at the average of 2.52. Teachers’ competence of using computers for
searching knowledge was at the lower level of 2.32 and the competence of using English for

seeking knowledge was at the lower level of 1.73.

2. Teachers’ awareness on the competence of language and technology for educational

searching for developing learners:

2.1 In terms of language

Teachers think that there should be the competence in using language in
communication. For instance, competence in thinking such as thinking analytically, creatively and

critically to build knowledge; competence in solving problems such as solving problems and



different obstacles they encountered, looking for applied knowledge to prevent and solve
problems, making decisions at the appropriate age; competence of knowing how to use life skills

such as self-studying at the appropriate age, bringing knowledge to apply in everyday life.

2.2 In terms of technology

Teachers thought that there should be knowledge, understanding, skills in using
technological knowledge about up-to-date technological news knowledge and basic skills in using
computers; knowledge and skill of using the Internet and understand the value of using

technology to support learning activities and develop other skills, especially thinking skill.

3. Fulfilling paradigm constructivism of teacher’s competency on language and
technology use or their awareness of its significant use through communicating and searching

knowledge for learner’s learning improvement.

3.1 In terms of language

Teachers think that they must put their priority on self — studying or self-improvement
by appropriately selecting how to learn the language through learning environments that
enhance their learning such as listening to songs, radio programs ; watching news, movies, TV

and so on.

3.2 In terms of technology

Most teachers think that they need to comprehend the basic use of computer by
seeking knowledge through reading and frequently attending basic computer training so that
they can keep up with the progress and change of technology. Confidently use of information
technology can both benefit and increase their knowledge and skills of teaching. Refusing the

use of technology in their teaching may hamper their self- improvement.



In conclusion, fulfilling paradigm constructivism of teacher’s competency on language
and technology use or their awareness of its significant use through communicating and searching
knowledge for learner’s learning improvement can be framed as follows : 1. Raising awareness of
language and technology use as tools can affect Learners on acquiring their knowledge
efficiently. 2. Teachers need to improve themselves through self-studying and practicing the skills
both on language and technology consistently, for instance continually attending the conferences,
seminars or workshops on language use and technology which leads them to become increasingly

competent in language and technology use.
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
