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The objectives of this research were to study the background and crime against
homicide. The 190 population used in this research were the young offenders stayed in The
Central Correctional for Young Offenders. The instruments wete the questionnaires and data
were analyzed by the processed program. The percentages and cross-tabulation were used for

data analysis.

The result of this research found that most of young offenders who committed crime
27.9 perzents ages 18 years old, 44.2 percents had graduated at primary level. 69.5 percents
were singlc, 57.4 percents were in general employment and 72.6 percents their monthly carmings

were lower than 6,600 Baths.

The research concerning the cases of homicide commitment found that 51.6 percents
causality purposc was taking revenge, 43.3 percents used knives as offensive weapons. The
information about time and place as homicidal factors according to the research, 28.4 percents
the incident took time at 09.01 p.m. -12.00 p.m. and 59.5 percents occurred in public sites and

another 40.5 percents in private sitcs.
