The purposes of this study were to study knowledge, attitude and Social Relation to Autistic Children of
Secondary School Students Studying in Inclusive Education Classroom of Kasetsart University Laboratory School Center
for Educational Research and Development, Bangkhen Campus, and to examine their relationships with personal factors.
The study samples were 235 students of secondary school students studying in inclusive education classroom from the
academic year 2007. They completed the questionnaires that consisted of demographic data, knowledge, attitude and
Social Relation. Data was analyzed using the SPSS for a personal computer package. Descriptive analysis consisted of
mean, SD, range and percentile. Unpaired t-test, One-Way ANOVA and Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient
were to analyze association among factor. Enter multiple regression was predicted knowledge, attitude and Social Relation

The main findings were as follows:

v 1. Most of students (52.4%) have knowledge and understanding of Autistic at a good level. The related personal
factofs“are helpful manner and study result level at statistically significant p<.01 and having ever received information
about Autistic and inclusive education classroom activity at statistically significant p<.05.,

2. Most of students (70.2%) have attitude toward Autistic disorder classmates at moderate level. The related
personal factors are gender, responsibility in school, helpful manner, having ever received information about Autistic,
getting description of Autistic from teacher, inclusive education classroom activity, problem solving, and manner of
teacher with Autistic children in student at statistically sigriificant p<.01 and having ever discussed with Autistic children at
statistically significant p<.05.

3. Most of studenis (67.7%) have social relation toward Autistic disorder classmates at moderate level. The
related personal factors are being responsibility in school, helpful manner, having ever received information about Autistic,
experienced in inciusive education classroom, getting description of Autistic from teacher, inclusive education classroom
activity and problem solving at statistically significant p<.01 and manner of teacher with Autistic children in student and
study result level at statistically significant p<.05 .

4. 1t is found that the study result level and helpful manner are predictive factors against knowledge and
understanding at statistically significant p<.05. inclusive education classroom activity, having ever received information
about Autistic, problem solving, manner of teacher with Autistic children in student and responsibility in school are
predictive factors against attitude at statistically significant p<.05. inclusive education classroom activity, responsibility in
school, problem solving and manner of teacher with Autistic children in student are predictive factors against social

relation at statistically significant p<.05.
