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The objective of this study was to explore outcome of the sufficiency economy
learning facilitation of Wat Huay Kaew school, Chiang Mai province. Seven steps of the process
of research and development in accordance with that of basic education level were used in this
study. Sample group in this study consisted of 1 school administrator, 1 deputy school
administrator, 21 teachers, 215 fourth year elementary school students up to third year secondary
school students, 15 basic educational institution committee members, 30 guardians of fourth year
elementary school up to third year secondary school students, 5 each level. Results of the study
revealed the following:

1. Readiness preparation of the school. This was done by preparing a training
manual, students’ achievement test, and teachers’ test. Also, this matter was convinced among
school personnel, basic educational institution committee members, guardians, and students.
Action meeting was held for the provision of knowledge and understanding on the construction of
learning units, and participatory learning process among concerned personnel. Meanwhile,
pretest and posttest were conducted with teachers. It was found that the obtained score of
posttest was higher than that of the pretest.

2. Preparation of school’s curricular program content. This was done by
analyzing the school’s curricular programs of the year 2001. This was aimed to prepare the
learning unit on sufficiency economy of Wat Huay Kaew school. There was the determination of

vision, mission, goal, and desired characteristics. Also, there was the preparation of documents
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on school’s curricular programs on integrated sufficiency economy learning “Path of Dhamma
leads to sufficiency economy life”.

3. Planning of the curricular program using. This was done by constructing a
questionnaire, creating learning atmosphere, preparing the facilitation of Iearhing process
focusing on learner — centered, preparing activities for learner development, preparing learner
measurement and evaluation before and after using the learning unit, and preparing the internal
supervision.

4, Curricular program management operation, This was done by the facilitation
of pretest and posttest for the students, investigating opinions of concerned personnel, managing
learning activities, managing activities for learner development, and promoting teaching and
learning facilitation. Results of the study revealed that the students had higher learning
achievement after using the learning units on social science, religions, and culture. That was,
fourth, fifth, and sixth years elementary school students obtained the scores of 74.55, 62.13, and
69.77 percent, respectivély. Also, first, second and third year secondary school students had
higher learning achievement after using the learning unit with the scores of 53.48, 76.77 and 78.59
percent, respectively. For student behaviors after using the integrated sufficiency economy
learning unit, as a whole, it was found that school administrators and teachers agreed to the
student behaviors (X = 2.7025, S.D. =.33663). Specifically, basic educational institution
committee members had a high level of an agreement ( X = 2.5927, S.D. =.37152) and guardian
representatives had a high level of an agreement (X =2.6683, S.D. =.34507).

5. Supervision and monitoring of the integrated sufficiency economy learning.
school administrators had the supervision plan in which teachers were responsible for the internal
supervision there was the outcome conclusion and report. Results of the study revealed that there
was the integration of the sufficiency economy philosophy to the teaching and learning activities
in accordance with the standard of economics content learning.

6. Conclusions of thc school operational outcome. It was found that the
sufficiency economy philosophy was applied to daily life activities. There was a connection of
the sufficiency economy learning in every class. The main content learning was social science,
religions, and culture. Also, there was annual assessment of the outcome as well as a report on

the success for guardians.
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7. Improvement of the development of school’s suﬂiciencj economy learning
activitj' facilitation. This was done by using the operational outcome, problems encountered and
suggestions as a basic data for the revision of quality education planning development.

Based on results of the study, the following were suggested:

1) The Office of Basic Education Committee should have the policy on teacher
development. This was particularly on sufficiency economy knowledge and competency.
Teacﬁer of social science, religions, and culture can be selected to continually development.

2) The Office of Basic Education Committee should prepare the specimen of
learning unit and the sufficiency economy learning facilitation plan for all levels of basic
education. This must be in accordance with the core curricular programs of basic education of the
year 2008 (new curricular program).

3) The Office of Basic Education Committee should hold a meeting or seminar
among teachers and community representatives. This is aimed to monitor the operational
outcome and report to the superintendants for the preparation for further economic driving in the
future.

4) The Office of Basic Education Committee should promote outstanding school
contest in terms of sufficiency economy so as to be a model for the facilitation of sufficiency
economy learning management. .

5) The Office of Basic Education Committee should encourage the office of
Basié -Education director, deputy, and educational supervisors to continually supervise on
sufficiency economy in schooi.

6) The Office of Basic Education Committee should assign schools under the
supervision to submit a report on the schools’ operational outcome on the facilitation of
sufficiency economy learning every year.

7)  The Ofﬁce of Basic Education Committee should promote and support

‘research and development for the improvement of the sufficiency economy learning activities

process.
