The purposes of this research were to study and compare the problems of
career instructional management accordance with higher secondary school curriculum
in secondary schools under the Department of General Education in Chonburi Province
as perceived by the administrators and instructors who were classified by their position
and size of their schools. The problems were classified into 3 aspects : preparation, ;
operation ; and assessment .

The samples were 167 administrators and instructors of career education from
33 highér secondary schools in Chonburi Province during the academic year of 2001.
The instrument for this research was a rating scale questionnaires, the reliability of the
questionnaires was .95. The statistics used for the analysis were percentage, means,
Standard Deviation and hypothesis were tested by t - test and F — test .

The results of the research were :

1. Administrators and teachers had opinions on career instructionai
management problems as a whole was at moderate level as well as the aspects of
preparation and operation. Whereas the assessment was at the least level.

2. Administrators and teachers had statistical significant different opinions on
career instructional management problems at 0.5 level.

3. Administrator and teachers who were in big schools and those who were in -
small schools had statistical significant different opinions on career instructional

management problems at 0.5 level
