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This research is conducted in order 1o study about the relationship between student’s
emotional quotient and achievement.The instrument was the E.Q. questionnaire about emotional
quotient developed by Department of Mental Health, Ministry of PublicHealth one-hundred and
eighty six students who studied Prathom Suksa 6 in Wachirawit School,. ChiangMai served the
study sample.The data were analyzed to derive the average ,the standard deviation ,correlation
between emotional quotient and academic achievement using Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient .

It was found that the emotional quotient had positive relationship with achievement at

.01 level of significance.
