The purposes of this study were to investigate the fundamental data of the Thai curriculum
development of Nikom Khao Thong group based on the national curriculum and to develop the Thai subject
curriculum for grade 4 based on the Foundation Education Curriculum B.E. 2544.

The population comprised 22 persons from the school administrators, Thai language teachers in grade
4, 5 and 6 of Nikom Khao Thong school groups under the Office of Phayuhakhiri and the Office of Nakhon
Sawan Primary Education.

The research instruments were the data base collection forms, a learning standard analysis form, a
content suitability assessment form for the grade 4 Thai language curriculum, and a curriculum quality assessment
form.

The results of this research were :

1. The fundamental data brought to develop the Thai curriculum were, firstly, the achievement of the
students; secondly, those visions, policies and goals of the Office of Nakhon Sawan Primary Education, those of
the Office of Phayuhakhiri Primary Education, and those of Nikom Khao Thong school group; and thirdly, the
information about the local dialects, traditional stories, history and nursury rhymes, learning resources and local
wisdom. Such data above were brought to determine the learning time proportion, the study matter about the
locality, the expected study outcome, teaching aids and learning resourcee.

2. The Thai curriculum for grade 4 developed consisted of the vision of Thai learning for grade 4
quality of students, the structure of curriculum, the expected yearly achievement of learning, the yearly study
matter, the course description, the study units, and their respective learning time proportion, instruction guide,
assessment and evaluation guide, teaching aids and learning resources. The result of quality assessment of the
curriculum by the experts revealed that the opinions of the experts concerned fell between the levels of 2.0 3.0

which showed that the curriculum was acceptable.
