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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study problems and to propose a model of
community relations - administration in the Basic Education Schools in Nakhon Sawan Educational
Service Area Zone 1. The study covered 3 areas:1) public service, 2) promotion and
cooperation of people, community, organizations and other educational institutions, and
3) educational information service.

The research procedures were divided into two phases: the first phase was to study
the community relations administration in the Basic Education Schools . The population studied
were 188 school administrators and 188 presidents of school boards. The samples were drawn by
simple random sampling ,composed of 124 school administrators and 124"'sch‘cﬂ>lo>1. board
presidents. Data were obtained by 4 rating scale with 0.93 reliability.

The statistics used for analyzing data were percentage, average, and standard deviation.
The second phase was to collect the 3 highest ranks from each area to form a set of
questionnaire proposed to 15 experts in the field to recommend for synthesizing and then to

form the community relations model for the Basic Education Schools.

The research results yielded as the followings :

The problems on the community relations in the Basic Education Schools
were on high level. Considering by areas, all were on high level except the educational

information service which was on the lowest level.



The model were as follows : For the administrative model and performance ,
the school administrators should work closely with the school committee as advisory
committee to promote the community relations in the Basic Education Schools and should
divide the community relations tasks assign the right personnel to be responsible for
particular.

For a model of school-community relations activity , especially in the area of
public service, the activity should be to render the public to utilize grounds, buildings
and equipments with the responsibility of the users who agreed with school authority,
and inform educational movement to the public to cooperate with outside organizations to
assist the community .In the area of promotion and cooperation for people’s education,
community , organizations and other educational institutions, the activity should be to supply
information to the community regarding assistance needed ,to organize field trip for teachers
and pupils to observe educational activities performed by groups of people, club, society or
foundations in the community and school committee’s roles and actions. And in the area of
educational information service, the activity should involve participation among parents
and people in the community, data system of the organizations concerned, and arrangement

pupil to cooperate with the community activities.
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
