The objectives of this research were (1) to stud); the relationships between
resilient personality, burnout and occupational safety behavior of operational factory
workers in an electronic industry and (2) to determine whether resilient personality
and burnout can predict occupational safety behavior of operational factory workers
in an electronic industry.

Samples were 345 employees of operational workers in an electronic industry.
The study was conducted using a research instrument consisted of a Demographic
Questionnaire, State — Trait Resilience Scale; Maslach Burnout Inventory, and
Occupational Safety Behavior Scale. Data was analyzed using statistical procedures
including percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s product moment
correlation coefficient, and stepwise multiple regression analysis. Results of the
analysis were as follows :

1. The resilient personality was positively related to the occupational safety
behavior at the .01 statistical level of significance (r = .713)

2. The burnout was negatively related to the occupational safety behavior at
the .01 statistical level of significance (r = -.320)

3. The resilient personality was negatively related to the burnout at the .01

statistical level of significance (r = -.351)

4. The resilient personality and burnout were found to predict occupational

safety behavior 51.3 % significance at the .01 level.
