The purposes of this research study are to study the physical, economic, social
and cultural conditions and suggest a guideline for conservation and development, set
up the required format of the old town community of Nakhon Nok — Nakhon Nai District
which were comprised of the characteristics and conditions of the community, the traffic
conditions and problem, architectural characteristics, community supporting factors,
geographic characters, community economic structures, occupations for making a
living, main activities of the community, characteristics on utilization of the land,
characters of possession of the land, social and cultural structures, social institutions,
public services, attitudes of local people.

The study of the old town community of Nakhon Noak — Nakhon Nai District was
found that the site location and surroundings were contributing to the settiement of
communities. The geographic location was a plane by the bank of the lake and there
were no condition of overflowing or holding floods. The traffic conditions and problems
were required to be equipped of certain systematic functions in certain roads. In
general, the roads connected together in the table form network. The architectural
characters were the ones which have been developed consistently until so far. The
study found that most of the building were of concrete row houses because the

community had the state of a commercial area. The buildings were with a variety of
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exclusive styles according to the age and reigns including Chinese, Thai, and the
revolution to a mix of Chinese and Europe, pure European, and then contemporary
styles eventually. The sizes and dimension of residences were with a harmonious
blend in the whole area. Empty spaces were with special characteristics, and were
comprising of empty spaces by nature which were located in the Western limits of the
community and the empty spaces within the community, especially within the Buddhist
temples and ancient Chinese shrines which  were characteristic empty spaces, and
empty spaces which were passage ways of a variety of streets and roads which were
with spectacular dimension and forms. The lake with its natural beauty  was
considered an empty space which was very tremendously valuable to the nearby
communities. Activities were supporting factors which exhibits the character of
utilization of the building and empty spaces within the community. The study found
that most of the activities were inhabitation which were activities which were the least
lively. Next activities were trade business transactions and residential purposes most of
which were not rated at a very significant level and thus remains in the area level only.
The activities which were the most important and rated a very high or city level was
mostly on the religious and belief activities. This can be noticeable from the number of a
large variety of temples and ancient Chinese shrines in the area. Additionally, the
people in the area mostly well cooperated in conserving and contribute supports for
their, the temples and ancient Chinese shrines, development.

The results of the study can be concluded that the old town community of
Nakhon Nok - Nakhon Nai District at present was with characteristic factors which
were worth conserving and development and deserving to be proceeded as a priority
for protection and maintenance as priceless cultural heritage of the city and for the
promotion of better quality of life for the people in the community by establishing as a
conservation area and set up a policy for conservation and community development in

the city planning next.
