Title Nurses’ ethical decision making around end of life

Professional nurse is a person who gives care to people
before they were born until the end of life. Giving care for a person at the
end of life is a great challenge. Professional nurse play an important role
in order to meet requirement of patient, family member and medical team.
Thus, professional nurse must be able to make immediate decision based
on moral and ethics. The purpose of this research were to examine
correlation factors will affect ethical decision making and study nurses’
ethical decision making and compare nurses’ ethical decision making
around end of life care between government hospitals and private
hospitals The sample were 322 two-years’ experience nurses at secondary
hospital in Chiang Mai province who were selected using a stratified
random sampling technique. The instrument used was ‘Nurses’ Ethical
Decision Making Around End of Life Care Scale’ (NEDM-EOLCS) with
the Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient .94. Data were analyzed by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, contingency coefficient, Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient and t-test.

The results of the study revealed that:

1. Personal factors in term of education level, job’s experience and
job’s position were significantly related to nurses’ ethical decision
making at the .05 level (c = .182, .291 and .238, respectively), job’s
satisfaction and frequency times of decision were positive significantly
related to nurses’ ethical decision making at the .05 level (r = .169 and
284, respectively)



2. Nurses’ ethical decision making in private hospitals, secondary
hospital in Chiang Mai province was at high level (X = 4.75)

3. Nurses’ ethical decision making around end of life care between
government hospitals and private hospitals were in the same level.
