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ABSTRACT

This research work is a qualitative social work. It aims to make a
comparative study of the tourism’s impacts on the socio-cultural structures of
Chiang Mai and Luang Phrabang by using the important qualifications of the
cultural and sustainable community tourism‘s heritage management as a
charismatic model in order to keep balancing between modern economic
development and the environmental, social, and cultural community’s
preservation.

There were 22 key interviewers of the snow ball sampling from the
governmental and non-governmental organizations in both cities. The
research results were written in descriptive and statistical analysis which
could be summarized into five perspectives;

1.) The present socio-cultural structures of Chiang Mai and Luang
Phrabang are unable to achieve the important charismatic
qualifications of the cultural and sustainable community’s
management.

2.) The indigenous peoples in the two cities have no rights to
participate in their own social, cultural and environmental
resources’ planning management. Most of the peoples do not
understand the cultural and sustainable tourism management.

3.) The social and economic structures of the two cities are increasing
more complicated and more commercial expanded due to the

cities” new images embellishment.



4.) The two cities are facing the same problems of its traditional and
cultural deterioration. Nonetheless, Chiang Mai gets more
traditional and cultural deteriorated, its economy is more
complicated.

5.) The number of the foreign tourists’ entry permit in both cities is
unstable annually. They are depended on the political, social, and
economic situations of the world and the region. Therefore, the
annual economic benefits of the cities are also unstable.
Moreover, most of the two cities’ economic benefits are fallen in
hands of the big business enterprises.

The research results will be presented to public communities in
order to exchange mutual cooperation in solving all problems. It is also
aimed to encourage and widen the cultural and sustainable tourism’s
heritage management in order to keep balancing between modern economic
development and the better communities’ gross happiness development in

the future.
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
