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ABSTRACT TE140192

The purposcs of this research were to study the informations, perceptions of Educational
Act B.E. 2542, and to compare the pereeptions of agricultural teachers in sccondary schools under
Department ot General Education in Bangkok metropolitan.

The samples were 163 agricultural teachers who were sclected from agricultural teachers
or: 117 schools in Bangkok metropolitan. 2001 academic year. The data were collccted through
the questionnaires constructed by the researcher. The data were analysed and displayed as
frequency, pereentage, mean and t — test. The tindings were as follows :

The agricultural teachers were male 44.8 percent and female 33.2 percent. Thirty pomt
scven percent of them were younger than 40 years old and 69.3 were older than 40 years . The

male average age was 43.93 vyears, female average age 40.73 years and overall average 42.33
years. About 55.8 percent of them had qualification in agricultural educational and 44.2 pereent
had qualification in agricultural science. About 71.8 percent of them had bachelor degree and
28.2 pereent had education level higher than bachelor degree. About 60.7 percent of them had

teaching experience less than 20 years and 39.3 pereent had teaching experience more than 20

years.

The agricultural teachers had perception level about Educational Act B.E. 2542 in 7
topics namely : educational duty. educationai systeni, cducational management line, educational
management and administration. educational standard and asscssment, educational stafl and
personncl for cducational, and cducational technology at high level. Their perceptions about

cducational resources were at moderate fevel.

The teachers who were difference in age and cducational qualification showed no
significant difference in perceptions about Educational Act B.E. 2542 at confident level 95
percent. But, who were difference in sex, educational level, and experience in tecaching

agricultural subjects showed significant differences in perceptions about Educational Act B.E.
