In recent, Thai education has been reform in respond to economy and social
changes. Hence human resources development should be stated and started from
providing education to children in early age. Primary schools under the jurisdiction of
Bangkok Metropolitan Administration have been built for children living in Bangkok
area, however their classroom design, furniture utilization, and construction material
have been long designed before the education reform. This study’ aims was to examine
problems, need of classroom changes to comply to education reform approaches and
classroom environment to suit its users by using spatial configuration and physical
environment in classroom supporting teaching and learning.

Questionnaires were constructed from class exploration, class observation,
photography and literature research conceming education administration, psychology,
primary school students’ behaviors, and architecture design. The questionnaires’
content was about bchaviors stemmed; from lcarning activities and classroom
utilizations 1nvolved factors were classrooff;] size, number of students, sizc and shape of
furniture, light, sound, and temperature. Moreover, the questionnaires applied the POE
approach measuring direct and indirect classroom-users’ opinion toward satisfaction,
data derived from survey questionnatres, interviewing and then analyzed data in term of
percentage. The population samples-—direct classroom-user (students and teachers) and
indirect classroom-user (administrators, boards and parents)—were from 8 primary
schools under the jurisdiction of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration namely
Sawadecvittaya School, Rajbopith School. Watpotinimit School, Samakkeebumrung
School, Watdishongsaram School, Watpradochimplee school, Watbangpoomawas
School, Surachuamarknoi School.

The results revealed that the students satisfied with interesting and well-
constructed leamning activities so that inside-classroom environment so that they tended
to overlook the high populated classroom because children were not concermn about
privacy, territoriality behavior, and personal space not as much as adults and they
were 1n age range that social interaction developing is dominant.

Therefore interior design criterion should support learning activities and
motivate students to learn which would result in increasing capability in each

individual student.
