The thesis objective is to study the role of the hired-motorcycle which

contributes to urban public transport including an employment aspect of this informal
sector in order to learn of how the service will be of some help to the public transport.

In this study the surveys are conducted through physical observation and
questionnaire forms. Public transport and paratransit route networks are located on
maps .For questionnaires there are two sample groups which are the motorcycle drivers
and passengers. The area is the Bang Na District's southeastern part. Data derived
from the passengers are related to travel demand and journey or travelling attitude
towards the service. For the hired-motorcycle drivers, the data are related to service
supply and informal sector characteristics. Most of the data are analyzed by SPSS
(Statistical Package Social Science) program.

It was found that the hired-motorcycle’s major role is to provide a transport
service to passengers, that links the public transport system. Most of the motorcycle
passengers are students and company employees travelling from their houses to
schools and work places. The most frequent time of service falls in the morning and
afternoon. Most users nearly use it everyday. Despite the existence of other modes of
transportation the motorcycle passengers are satisfied because the service is
convenient and time saving. However, the service improvement should be on safety

aspects like proper speed and life.
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The hired-motorcycle service is an informal sector business in which most
drivers are between 18-30 years old ; come from provinces and were educated in the
primary school only. To enter the occupation, drivers have to pay costs : fee, jackets,
win rent, oil and maintenance average 3,000 bath per month, they have to work over
twelve hours per day, with an uncertain holiday depending on their own needs. No
fringe benefits of any kind are provided. They do not have to pay the income tax. Most is
aimed at the transport of passengers only. The motorcycles are to stop at the wins
where, after transporting the passengers, must return to their own wins. The average
distance offered is about 1.25 km., and the drivers will normally take their speed only 41-
60 km. per hour.

Most of them agreed that it would be better if the government would come to
manage the standardization of hired-motorcycle transport price, lawful registration and
even the income tax payment. In short, the hired-motorcycle service is an informal
sector that can be of some help to compensate the existing gap of public transport on
the part of the state. Due to its more flexibility, it can generate high income to drivers
and owners. As a result, this occupation is still regarded as important in the area which
can always satisfy the service users need.

From the study, the author would like to recommend that the state and its
concerned depar‘[ment,‘ if possible, should consider the legal management of the hired-
motorcycle which would lead to easier control of its service quality and traffic and

transport coordination.
