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ABSTRACT TE138890

The purposes of this research were to study the opinions of administrators and inventory
staff on problems and approach of inventory management in Technical Colleges in the Educational
Region 12, and to Compare opinions of those respondents in four aspects, namely : procurement ;
distribution and controlling ; maintenance ; and disposition. Sample were 250 administrators and
inventory staff. Questionnaire with 5 rating scales were used for data collection. The data were
analyzed by the SPSS for window with percentage, mean, standard deviation.

The research findings as following :

1. Administrators and inventory staff had opinions on inventory management problems as
a whole and each aspect were at moderate levels. Considering each aspect, they were put in order
from the highest to the lowest means such as maintenance, procurement, distribution and controlling,
and disposition, respectively.

2. Administrators and inventory staff had opinions on inventory management approach
as a whole and each aspect were at most levels. Their means could be put in order from the highest to
the lowest means such as procument, maintenance, distribution and controlling, and disposition,

respectively.

3. Admuinistrators and inventory staff had no different opinions on inventory management
problems as a whole and each aspect.

4. Administrators and inventory staff had ng, different opinions on inventory management

approach as a whole. However, they had statistical significant different opinions at 0.05 level on

procurement
