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Abstract

The objectives of this study were: 1) to study the interaction between psychological and social
situational factors that effected to behavior in money management, and 2) to study the
predictability of factors that have effected to money management behavior of government teachers
in both overall and separate aspects from a different bio-society. The samples consisted of three
hundred teachers from primary schools under the Authority of the Bangkok Primary Educational
Service Area Office by using proportional stratified random sampling of 2 school sizes. The data
collection has summated rating scales with six levels that have reliability in alpha coefficients at
between .77 to .96. The statistics for analysis were descriptive statistics, Two-Way ANOVA, and
Hierarchical Multiple Regression Analysis. The research results found that 1) the interaction
between having aspects of discipline regarding and social support effected behavior in money
management of government teachers with significance in statistic at level .05 were 1.1) in overall
were found in three separate groups (teachers, persons who have educational level higher than
bachelor degree, and groups which have others depend on) 1.2) the financial procurement in the
separate group was groups which have others depend on and 1.3) the financial expenditure in the
separate groups were persons who have educational level higher than bachelor degree. There was
no difference with significance in statistic of overall groups. 2) the psychological factor groups
(future orientation and self-control and having aspects of discipline) and groups of social
situational factors (perceiving on financial information, supporting in financial society and having
good model in finance), those could sharing predict the behavior in money management with
significance in statistic at level .05. Overall groups had percentage at 37.20. Separate groups were
persons who have educational level higher than bachelor degree, had the highest in percentage at
42.0. The vital predictor was perception of financial information.
