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The purpose of this thesis is to analyze Piyaporn Sakgasem’s novels through a study of the plot, idea and characters.
The research findings are as follows, about the plot, the author has presented it in two ways, namely the one emphasizing the
presentation of an idea and the other focusing on the complexity of an event. The prominent feature is the character’s own
psychological and behavioral problems which lead to the novel’s conflict caused by the family’s problem and too much faith in

certain values.

About the idea, the author has presented three ideas are the lack of understanding and the lack of proper upbringing in
the family, which lead the child to grow up to become a problem adult without happiness in life, the suitable degree on how to
grasp certain ideas, not too much or too little and the complexity in human beings themselves with their own strengths and

weaknesses and capable of accepting and forgiving others’ defects or shortcomings.

About the characters, the unique quality is that the author has created a character with a psychological problem based on
his background demonstrating that the background of the problem family has an influence on the character’s behavior. This is
because the family problem has affected the character’s mind and led to have a conflict with others, as shown in the 6 novels

are Tawan Tor Sang, Banlung Sang Duan, Dok Mai Nai Paa Now, Tai Rom Mai Luay, Sai Sri Pluang and Tang Sai Tan.

Moreover, the family problem is the cause of the character’s stress that leads to the attack on the others, as appeared in Ruan

Sira, Tai Ngao Tawan and Nai Buang Montra. The author also presents that love, relationship and understanding in the family
can relieve the character’s problem or tension, as shown in the 4 novels are King Pai Bai Rak, Baan Roi Dok Mai, Rabam Dao

and Lublae Lai Mek.

In the 13 novels, the author has shown that it is necessary to hold on the thoughts in Buddhism in finding the way to
solve various problems. They are love, understanding, compassion, forgiveness and detachment. These will relieve tension and
lead to happiness eventually. Those who have done bad deeds will experience the results of their karma. Piyaporn Sakgasem’s

novels reflect the value of both content and idea well adaptable to be used in the contemporary society.
