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Abstract
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This research purposes were to survey child rearing practices and to study the relationship
between child rearing practices and aggression of secondary students, Chiang Mai province. Four
hundred secondary students, studying at Sankamphang School in 2003 academic year, were asked
to respond three parts of’ questionnaire, 1) the demographic questionnaire, 2) the child rearing
practices scale, 3) the level of aggressive behavior scale. The hypothesis was, love affection and
using reasoning negatively related to aggression and control positively related to aggression.

The results were as follows,

1. The secondary students, Chiang Mai province were reared with different portion of
3 child rearing practices (F = 216.03, p < .001), love affection (M = 37.41, SD = 5.99), using
reasoning (M = 35.80, SD = 5.68), control (M= 26.31, SD = 8.47)

2. The love affection and using reasoning ncgatively related to aggression (r = -.258,

p <.0l and r = -.135, p <.05), the control positively related to aggression (r = .342, p <.01).
