The study intended to study the state and problems of Basic Education Curriculum B.E. 2544
organization for military conscripts under the Office of Non-formal Education. The research population was
drawn from district directors of non-formal education service center, military commanders, military coordinators,
and teachers of non-formal education service center, based on the organization of Basic Education Curriculum
B.E. '2544 for 91 military éonscripts. Checklist questionnaires were used as a study tool. In addition, statistical
frequency analysis, percentage, and tables associated with descriptive explanation were applied in the study.

The study found that:

1. The preparation of curriculum organization — The study revealed that non-formal education service
centers and responsible military departments for curriculum organization coordinately planed on curriculum
organization, staff arrangement, facility and equipment preparation, credit transfer preparation, and learning
evaluation. The problems found in the analysis were inadequate appropriate teaching staffs, limited budgets on
teaching media and equipment including budget on equipment maintenance expenditures.

2. The implementation of curriculum organization — Application and registration process was availabie
inside military base. There were training on précess of formulating teaching plan, organizing group activities, and
learning activities via working project. Moreover, other activities were also provided to improve quality of life by
letting students participate in project presentation and learning evaluation prior to, in-between, and after learning
program whose evaluation criteria were agreeably set between students and teachers. The problems were a lack of
experienced teachers in formulating iearning plans and inadequate teaching media and equipment.

3. The advisory ofcurripulum evaluation — There were activities to promote the advisory of learning and
teaching such as declaration activities, consulting act'ivities, and non-formal education service center and
classroom visits. Thesé activities were organized coordil;ately with related military dépaﬂmems in 6rder to
evalnate and develop further curriculum. However, there was no problem found in this curriculum evaluatoin

process.
