This study examined the effect of self—handicapping tendency on behavioral self-
handicap. The effects of success contingency and self-affirmation on self-handicapping
were also investigated. In the first study, two hundred and eighty-four high-school students
classified as high or low self—handioappefs were asked whether or not they wanted to
practice for an aptitude test. In the second study, one hundred and sixty high-school
students were randomly assigned equally into one of the four conditions, 40 participants in
each condition. They were led to experience either contingent or non-contingent success
after completing a test on analytical ability. Then the participants were either given or not
given a chance to se!f—affirm. Behavioral self-handicap was measured by the participant's

selection of a hampering music to listen to while doing another test of the same kind.
The results are as follow:

1. High self-handicappers self-handicap significantly more than low self-
handicappers (p < .01).

2. Males self-handicap significantly more than females (p < .001).

3. In contingent success condition, participants who have self-affirmed do not differ
significantly in behavioral self-handicap from participants who have not self-
affirmed.

4, In non-contingent success condition, participants who have self-affirmed score
significantly lower in behavioral self-handicap than participant who have not self-

affirmed (p < .001).
