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The objectives of this study were to investigate: 1) outcome of the village or
community development project under the philosophy of sufficiency economy in Mae Suai
District, Chiangrai Province; 2) satisfaction of the villagers with the management of the project;
and 3) problems encountered in the project implementation. Data were collected by questionnaires
from a sample of 400 villagers living in Mae Suai district and analyzed by using the Statistical
package.

The findings revealed that most of the respondents were male, 36 years old and
above with their educational attainment at elementary school level. The respondents had an
overall high satisfaction with the project implementation.

Problems encountered in the project implementation was found in a low level.
Hawever, the problems given a priority were: implementation were inadequate supporting budget;
late operational time outcome; and little public relations.

The recommendation for the project improvement were: 1) additional allocation
of the budget; 2) continual project support and provision of specialists exploring problems in the
project; 3) expansion of the scope of project framework; and 4) provision of personnel in advising

the project implementation.
