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The purposes of this research were to study the correlation between being proactive,
self-esteem, social support and Lesbian’s social adjustment and the predictability of being
proactive, self-esteem and social support on Lesbian’s social adjustment.

The hypotheses of this's__tudy were 1) being proactive, self-esteem and social support
positively correlate to Lesbian’s sc.Scia;l. r;idjustment. 2) being proactive, self-esteem and social
support mutually predict on Lesbian’s social adjustment.

The subjects were 250 lesbians chosen by purposive samplihg from the population
who behave as tomboy and age above 20 years old.

The research materials consisted of questionnaires on demography, Lesbian’s social
adjustment, being proactive, self-esteem and social support. All data were conducted with
Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient and Multiple Regression. The findings were as follows:

1. Being proactive, self-esteem and social support positively correlate to Lesbian’s
social adjustment (r=.422, r=321, r=.331, p<0.1 perspectively). |

2. Being proactive and social support mutually predict on Lesbian’s social
adjustment (8=.324, B=.208, p<0.1 in order) but self-estcem is rejected from the prediction of

Lesbian’s social adjustment.
