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The study on “The Achievement of the Sufficiency Economy Policy of Ban Sun Ti
Suk Moo 5, Mae La Luang Sub-District, Mae La Noi District, Mae Hong Son Province” had 3
following objectives. The first objective was to explore the success of the sufficiency economy
policy, especially the implementation of the project “Living-beings” in Ban Sun Ti Suk. The
second one was to study the cause of this achievement in driving the policy of sufficiency
economy to Ban Sun Ti Suk. The last objective was to seek the connection, to expand this
sufficiency economy policy to other communities/villages/all sector, and to use it continuously
and diverse in all administrative levels. This study was a descriptive research which collected data
from 20 community leaders such as the village headmen, the village committee, and the chairmen
of each professional group. In addition, the members from 133 households were interviewed and
questioned in regards to the result of activities organized under the sufficiency economy policy.
Tool used in this research was questionnaires asking the samples activities management according
to the sufficiency economy policy. An observation process was a significant part of research tool
used simultaneous with in-depth interviews, group discussion, and information recording.
Furthermore, the researcher obtained the related data concerning the community history from the
studies of documents.

Hereunder were shown the summary of research findings.

1. According to the success of the sufficiency economy policy, especially the
implementation of the project “Living-beings” in Ban Sun Ti Suk, Moo 5, Mae La Luang Sub-
District, Mae La Noi District, Mae Hong Son Province, it was found the success at high level
showing in a conclusion report after the evaluation data obtained from the questionnaires, the
interviews, and the community participation.

2. From this study, it was presented the achievement cause of this sufficiency
economy policy implemented/ applied to Ban Sun Ti Suk, Moo 5, Mae La Luang Sub-District,
Mae La Noi District, Mae Hong Son Province.

3. Was also found from this research study the connection, the expansion opportunity
driven this sufficiency economy policy to other communities/villages/all sector, and the ability to

implement this project continuously and diverse in all administrative levels.
