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This thesis aims to analyze the meaning of life from the perspective of the Blind by
using Arthur Schopenhauer’s concept of “Will to Live” as a framework to analyze either
agreement or disagreement, on the questions: what is life? what is the way to live? and what is the
purpose of life?

The research methology is qualitative by using the popossive case studies of the 4 blind
persons. The equipment is indept interview all of case studies and collection documentary data,
then brings all of informations to analyze and interprets about value and definition of life.
Presentation is made in analytical description.

It was found that the meaning of life in Arthur Schopenhauer’s concept related to all
case studies in their definition on meaning of life, that is life is to struggle againt physical limit
and problems in living their lives. However, all of them have the difference way to live, ic the
way which base on Buddhism, Christianity — Roman Catholic , and Principle of goodness. The
purpose of life is trying to develop potentiality of life and making more utilities for other people
and society.

Their definition of the meaning of life have to agree with the Will to Live concept of
Arthur Schopenhauer , that is man has to struggle all the times and has endless desires; when the
first desire reach the end, the ixew one always replaces. But they have the difference opinion on
the way fo live’and the purpose of life from Schopenhauer , All of them do not want to live as
recluses or to run way from society as in Schopenhauer’s concept, and their the purpose of life is

not to which get rid of suffering is to destroy the will to live.
