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The objectives of this research were to analyze career information publications from
1987 to 2006 in terms of career types, producers, years published, types and publication special

features. The research also explored subject matter and content presentation.

‘The study used a collecting data form to gather information collected and analyzed from

983 career information publications.

Research results for the survey indicated that most career information publications were
one career type, and used an individual name(s) as the author. The highest number of one career
type publications was in business. Second was agriculture, followed by mass communications.
The highest number of more than one career type was publications on trade. And the highest
number of career information publications was general books, printed by private publishers, and
printed between 2002-2006. It was observed that most publications contained no tables of

contents, indexes, illustrations, tables / charts and references.

As for the subject matter and content presentation, publications about occupation
information outnumbered publications that focus on psychosocial information and most of the

content presentation was in the narrative style.
