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The purposes of this study were fo 1) study relationships between personal factors,
knowledge, attitude in elderly care, and job siress of the care assistants in home for the aged and
2) study the variables that predict the job stress of the care assistants in home for the aged. The
subjects were 115 care assistants in home for the aged selected by cluster sampling technique. The
instruments were the Elderly Care Knowledge Test, the Attitude in elderly care scale, and the Job
Stress scale which were tested for content validities and reliabilities. The reliabilities were 0.78, 0.74,
0.94, respectively. The data were analyzed by using percentage, meanscore, standard deviation,

Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Stepwise Muttiple Regression Analysis.

The results of this study revealed that :

1. Job stress of the care assistants in home for the aged was at a moderate level (X = 2.54,
SD = 0.66),

2. Age was significantly correlated with job stress of the care assistants in home for the aged
at level of .05 (r = .245),

3. Attitude in elderly care was significantly negative correlated with job stress of the care
assistants in home for the aged at level of .05 (r = -.184),

4. Education, income, duration of care and knowledge were not significantly correlated with
job stress of the care assistants in home for the aged,

5. Age and attitude in elderly care were significantly predicted with job stress of the care
assistants in home for the aged accounted for 9.6 percent of the variance at level of .05 (R = .096).

The predict equation in standardized score from the analysis was as follow :

. Job stress of the care assistants = .250 {Age) - .190 (Attitude in elderly care)
