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The purpose of this research was to study effects of using Context — Based
Assessment proéesses, on parents’ participation in promoting preschoolers’ development in 3
parts, developmental, task and process approach and study parent's satisfaction in this process.
The subject were thirty parents of preschool children ages three to six from Kaseam
Pittaya School. The parents were divided into two groups; fifteen in the experimental group
and fifteen in the control group. The experimental group evaluated preschools’ development
by using context - based assessment processes whereas the control group evaluated
preschools’ development by normal assessment. The duration of the study was 12 weeks.
The instrument used in this study was the evaluation of parent's participation behavior in
supporting preschoolers’ development before and after the processes field test, observe
parent's participation behavior in supporting preschoolers’ development between field test and

evaluation the process satisfaction of parents by questionnaire and focus group.

The research findings were as follows :

1) After the ficld test, the scores on parents’ participation in promoting
preschoolers’ development of the experimental parents were significantly higher than that of
the control parents at .01 level

2) After the field test, the scores on parents’ participation in promoting
preschoolers’ development of the experimental parents were significantly higher at .01 level

3) Most parents viewed the process as high satisfaction.
