This independent study aimed at investigating understanding and expectation of
parents of mental retardation children on inclusive education provision in primary schools
in Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province. The population in this study were 50 parents
of mental retardation children in the academic year B.E. 2547. The research instruments used
comprised the three aspects of parents’ understanding questionnaires concerning screening,
teaching and learning organization, and planning of Individual Education Program, (IEP) the
three aspects of parents’ expectations questionnaires concerning curriculum and instruction,
self-relience and social service, and work and vocational basis. The collected data were
analyzed by using percentage, average, and standard deviation, and were presented through
tables and descriptions.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Most parents understood about inclusive education at the high level in all
aspects including screening, teaching and learning organization, as well as the planning of
IEP, in particular the benefits and the purposes of screening, the principle of inclusive

cducation, and academic contents quantities, as well as the meaning and objectives of
individual education program.

2. Parents’ expectations about inclusive education was at the high level in the
curriculum and instruction, self-reliance and social service, and the work and vocational basis,
in particular having teachers who loved and understood their students, helped them to finish
Prathom Suksa 6, supported children’s self-reliance, encouraged capability of working with

others and had responsibilitics as well as supported their students to work successfully.
