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This research aimed to 1) study management condition on scouting activities in
Basic Education schools, Nonthaburi province, and 2) develop management model on
scouting activities in Basic Education Schools, Nonthaburi Province. This research was
quantitative and qualitative research. The data were collected by documentary study and in-
depth interview. Interview form, assessment form, and questionnaire were used as research
tools which had a reliability of 0.921. The key informants included 6 executives of the Office
of Nonthaburi Educational Service Area, and persons who concerned with scouting
activities in Basic Education schools, Nonthaburi province. The assessors included 17
executives of National Scout Organization of Thailand, executives of the Office of
Educational Service Area, and executives who passed Leader Trainers Course. The
samples included 96 purposive sampling from 114 executives of Basic Education Schools
of Nonthaburi Province. The data were analyzed by 1) descriptive statistics; percentage,
mean, Standard Deviation, and 2) qualitative data; interview, and content analysis. This
research comprised 3 processes; 1) collected data from questionnaire and interview 2)
created management model on scouting activities in Basic Education schools, Nonthaburi
province, and 3) assessed the adjusted management model on scouting activities in Basic
Education schools, Nonthaburi province by observation and interview.

Findings revealed that;

1. Overall, management on scouting activities in Basic Education schools,
Nonthaburi province was at a high level. Considering on each aspect, it was found that all 6
aspects were at high level of opinion,as follows: operation planning, management,
measurement and assessment, curriculum management, management structure, and
personnel management, respectively.

2. Management model on scouting activities for Basic Education schools,
Nonthaburi province comprised 6 components; 1) Organic Organization-structure layout of



management on scouting activities that emphasized on appropriate management model,
organized Scout District Organization and council, gave full authority to the Office of
Educational Service Area in order to be easiness on management on scouting activities. 2)
Participation plan-promoting  scout's participation on self-division management, and
coordinated with community on public benefit activities management. 3) Publicity through
the internet network-publicity of scouting activities through social network; Facebook,
YouTube, Twitter, and Skype. 4) Advanced technologies-developing and promoting
scouting teachers to use modern technologies; arranged activities through social network
that was a popular electronic media in new generation, and served the better needs of
teenagers. 5) Curriculum development-promoting scouting activities to be a required
subject, grouped in Scout Substance Learning Group, not only as student development
activities. 6) Five-Letter Scale which was useful.

3. Assessment results of the management model on scouting activities that was
appropriate for basic education schools, Nonthaburi province from the experts, there was
94 percent of an agreement on 6 adjusted components that got concise model, indicated
executors clearly, covered appropriate management on scouting activities, served more
knowledge and comprehension of management on scouting activities to executors to be
able to adapt and use the model appropriately.
