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The purposes of this research were to study and develop model of English learning
management of world class standard schools under the office of the Basic Education
Commission, Ministry of Education. The study used both quantitative and qualitative
methods by using documentary study and in-depth interview. The questionnaire with 0.917
statistically confident was using as a research tool. Key informants were 9 administrators of
9 world class standard schools who joined world class quality enhance project group 1 who
were selected by using purposive sampling. The target group consisted heads of a foreign
language department and foreign language teachers from 9 world class standard schools
who joined world class quality enhance project group 1, 5 persons for each school total 45
persons, and 12 assessors. The data were analyzed by using 1) basic statistic Percentage,
Mean, Standard Deviation, and 2) Qualitative information from the interview and analyzed by
using Content Analysis.

The findings were as follows;

1. English learning management of world class standard schools under the office
of the Basic Education Commission, Ministry of Education, in overall was at a high level.
Considering on each aspect, there were 7 aspects at a high level: school administrator
quality, teacher quality, curriculum and instruction, basic factors, learners, management
system, and develop network, respectively.

2. Model of English learning management of world class standard schools under
the office of the Basic Education Commission, Ministry of Education composed of 7
improved elements: 1) English for international communication. 2) Unified bilingual
curriculum. 3) Academic leadership. 4) Teachers use electronic media. 5) Best practices.
6) The Global Class. 7) Reciprocal exchange.

3. Result of English learning management of world class standard schools under
the office of the Basic Education Commission, Ministry of Education evaluation found 92



percent agree with 7 improved elements. It got the model that could clearly communicate to
workers and properly cover English leaming management. Workers could take the model of
English learning management to implement and could determine to be an education quality
development strategy for AEC in 2015.
