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Social movement of health problem groups is an importanf strategy to solve
health problems in Thailand. It should be investigated to find new knowledge that can explain
and predict social movement phenomena of health problem groups. This research was aimed to
investigate the social movement affected by different factors. The research had three specific
objectives. The first objective was to study basic factors affecting social movement of health
problem groups in Saraphi district, Chiang Mai province. The second objective was to study
factors affecting social movement in experiment groups after treatment. The third objective was
to compare between social movements of groups affected by different factors.

Basic factors affecting social movement had been investigated in Saraphi
district, Chiang Mai province. The respondents in this study were 469 people from five diabetic
patient groups in primary care units. The variables were social movement knowledge, social
network density and social movement frames. The findings revealed that majority of the
respondents were female and aged over 40 years old. Majority of the respondents had social
movement knowledge in an inadequate level. All respondents had social network densities in a
low level. Most of them had social movement frames as an undecided frame.

Factors affecting social movement had been developed in five experimental
groups with twenty people in each group. The research was done by stratified sampling. The
experimental groups’ names were Yang Noeng, Nong Phueng, Chai Sathan, Khua Mung and
Saraphi. Results of the study revealed that the Yang Noeng group had social movement
knowledge in a moderate level, social network densities in a moderate level and social movement

frames as a progressive frame. The Nong Phueng group had social movement knowledge in a
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moderate level, social network densities in a moderate level and social movement frames as an
undecided frame. The Chai Sathan group had social movement knowledge in a moderate level,
social network densities in a low level and social movement frames as a progressive frame. The
Khua Mung group had social movement knowledge in an inadequate level, social network
densities in a moderate level and social movement frames as a progressive frame. The Saraphi
group was a control group which had social movement knowledge in an inadequate level, social
network densities in a low level and social movement frames as an undecided frame.

The comparison of different social movement groups had been conducted with
no sampling. The variables were size of movement groups, intensity of member participation,
movement strategies and movement issues. Results of the study revealed that the groﬁps with
different social movement knowledge had different sizes of movement groups and movement
issues. The groups with different social network densities had different intensity of member
participation. The groups with different social movement frames had different sizes of movement
groups, intensity of member participation and movement issues.

Results of the study concluded that social movement knowledge, social
network and social movement frames were the crucial factors affecting the social movement of

health problems groups.
