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This research has 3 objectives which are i) to study forms and contents of news and ﬁ9tﬁfe
.modification techniques and word creating using for political satire and parody in “Phoo-Jud-Kuan” page,
2) to compare forms and contents of news in “Phoo-Jud-Kuan” page to news reported in “Phoo-Jud-Kam" daily
newspaper, and to analyze language usage of headline, lead, and body, and 3) to analyze reader's
understanding and interpretation of “Phoo-Jud-Kuan™s news. This research used qualitative research to
analyze contents in Phoo-Jud-Kuan” page of “Phoo-Jud-Karn” daily newspaper, and in-depth interviews with
15 readers and 3 journalism academics to collect their responses to “Phoo-Jud-Kuan®. The analytical
framework was based on theories and concepts of narrative and humor, role and responsibility of mass
communication.

Poilitical topics were mostly found in “Phoo-Jud-Kuan” page following with economic, social and
entertainment topics respectively. The news elements mostly found in “Phoo-Jud-Karn” news stories were
impact or consequence.

There were 2 types of news modification. First, news topic or news elements partially or wholly
modified. Second, those modification were create to a parody by making up a new using different style of
language such as figure of speech, nickname, etc. Humor combined with imagination according to elements
of narratives was applied to represent mock, satire and parody in order to denounce and condemn.

The reader were satisfied with the criticism of “public figure” in “Phoo-Jud-Kuan” page and were able
to understand the meaning as a result of regularly keeping track of political news. According to journalistic
academics, news coverage created for self-satisfaction should not be published. Since the “Phoo-Jud-Kuan™s
editorial did not intent to mirror the social reality, therefore, the reader's literacy in current affair was needed to
interpret the stories. Generally, the main purpose of “Phoo-Jud-Kuan™s page is to entertain without holding to

ethical and journalistic principles.
