Fine is a punishment aimed at enforcing all the properties of an offender. It can
be made by payment to the Government or by losing of the ownership on the property.
Fine is the punishment that is the most enforced by the Court. However, the fine
punishment system in Thailand may be not complied with its real purpose. That is
because the fixed rate is applied to the fine. This leads to the inequality among the
people who have different financial status. It makes the wealthy not afraid of the fine
punishment and they will probably conduct an offence again. On the other hand, the
poor may not pay the fine; hence, the Court will forfeit their property instead or make

the confinement on them.

It is studied that the fine punishment system in Thailand has many problems
and obstacles bringing about the ineffectiveness of fine enforcement on an offender.
Those problems are the confinement instead of the fine, the fine specification and the

fine on juristic person.

It is recommended that the supplementary and alternative measures that are
appropriate to the punishment system in Thailand should be used in order to result in
the effectiveness of the fine enforcement. The first procedure that can be enforced by
the Penal Code Amendment Act. The second one is the alternative measures. They
consist of the community service order, education and training, and shaming penalties.
The last measure is the measure for the juristic person comprising the installation of fine

payment and the occupational prohibition.
