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After His Majesty the King addressing about Sufficiency Economy to all Thai
citizens for better undérstanding and to apply it as the guideline for their everyday life. The
community radio station is one channel to communicate with people in the community, hosted by
local producers who have closest relationship to audiences in the community. Therefore, the
community radio station should take the role to communicate the philosophy of Sufficiency
Economy properly to the people in the community. This research aimed to investigate the
development process and analyse knowledge and understanding on the Sufficiency Economy
among community radio producers in Muang district, Chiang Mai province. The respondents of
this study consisted of 27 community radio producers in Muang district, Chiang Mai province.
The processes used for the development were “Playing Leaming and Doing (PLD)” and active
learning techniques. Data collection was conducted by using questionnaires, essays, along with
observation and documentations. Obtained data were analysed and interpreted by using the
Statistical Package for the Social Science Program (SPSS/ PC")

Results of the study revealed that most of the respondents who participated in the
process for development of knowledge and understanding on sufficiency economy were male (70
percent). Their age range fell into the age block of 16-30 years (52 percent). More than one-half
of them were Bachelor’s degree graduates (63 percent) and most of them had at least 5 five years
of experience in radio program producers (70 percent).

Based on an analysis of the content obtained from the PLD process, the
respondents were happy it in learning because the content reflected values and connected it with
learning process. It reflected values and connected it with learning process. It also reflected
relative value and value on the process evaluation. This created inspiration for the reéspondents to
apply the concépt of Sufficiency Economy to their every day life and extended to audiences.
Besides, an average score obtained from the posttest increased by 31.8 percent. This ensured that
this process created the development and understanding on the concept of Sufficiency Economy.
However, the individual factors such as age, sex, educational attainment, former career, and
experience were not related to the scores obtained from pretest and posttest. Results of the study
also showed that most of post-process easys. contained more principles of Sufficiency Economy,
i.e., moderation, reasonability, social immunity, knowledge condition and ethics than those of the -
pre-process eassays. The personal views on sufficiency economy in the pre and post-process
eassays vary with the individual factors. However, results of the study showed that .the
respondents had improved their knowledge and understanding on the concept of sufficiency

economy.
