The present study examined effects of internet dependency on learning
achievement of high school students in the Chiang Mai Municipality.

A survey of 390 students was used to collect the data. Descriptive statistics,
Pearson Product Moment Correlations, and Multiple Regression were used to analyze the
data.

Results indicated positive relationships between the students’ learning
achievement and internet dependency for information gathering for academic purposes
while it was negatively related to internet dependency for other purposes.

Results of multiple regression analysis showed that internet dependency
affected the students’ learning achievement in both positive and negative directions
depending on the purposes of the dependencies. Dependency for information gathering for
academic purposes affected students’ learning achievement in positive direction while
dependency for finding new friends and for relaxing when with friends affected learning
achievement in negative direction.

Seventy percent of the students didn't aware of effects of the internet on their
learning achievement. Eighteen percent thought that the internet had negative effects on
their learning achievement while the rest thought the internet had positive effects.

Internet services that the students used most frequently were interactive
games, and instant message for chatting with internet friends and school friends.

Social environment was positivé!y related to internet dependency for
information gathering for academic purposes but it was negatively related to internet
dependency for finding new friends.

The amount of time the students spent surfing the internet was negatively

related to internet dependency for information gathering for academic purposes but it was

positively related to internet dependency for finding new friends. Also, time spent surfing the

internet was negative!y related to the students’ learning achievement.
