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ABSTRACT
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This research was mainly aimed to develop participatory administration
for ecotourism in communities, technology transfer on administration for ecotourism in
communities through evolution on participatory administration. In  this study,
participatory action research was employed for development process together with
several techniques that included focus group discussion, training, on-the-job training
and demonstration. The study involved communities within Chiangmai and Maehongson
Provinces: 10 sub-districts, 18 communities, 800 families. Results of the study are as
follows:

1. The average age of the respondents was 37 years old. They had
completed at least secondary level of education with an average of 2 children per
family. They have lived in the communities since birth, Most of them had joined the
assembly for at least 12 mounts, Majority are members of a thai messages and wisdom
medical. The families have an average income of 58,025 baht per year. The main
source of income was growing crops. Their income is not enough for daily consumer so
'they have debt. Source of loan are communitie’s.

2. The result of the evaluation of potential in tourism service cover;
communities tourism management potential and impressions on tourist. The
communities have little potential for tourism management. The tourism source was
controlled by entrepreneurs form outside the community. Majority of local tourism
organization are regulated by Tambon Administration Organization (TAO). TAO collects

taxs but doesn't plan or control the tourism sources.
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The result of the evaluation of services for tourists revealed. That the
communities have little potential to provide tourists with adequate information, create
activities for tourism, and plan to protect tourist form harm. However, the communities
have medium potential in term of accommodation.

The result of development of communities participation in ecotourism
management with communities-based approach covered the participation in community
management of tourism, regulation of tourism management on community, and
participation in environmental and tourism resources and tourist services. Only a
minority had medium attitude on tourism public relations and there was inadequate
dissemination of information on the conservation of ecotourism in the community.
However, community participation in tourism management improved after training. There
was a medium to high level of participation in term of planning of tourism activities,
Fixing of regulation for community tourism, developing tourism resources, maintaining
and cleaning tourism resources, and showing of the culture and tradition to tourists.

On the other hand, the was a medium to low level of participation in
terms of selling souvenirs, guiding tourists and receiving income. There was also a
medium to low level of participation in terms of offering services such as home stay,

porter supplies, raft rental, and elephant rides.
