The passport forgery is one of the illegal business practices committed by
transnational organized crime. It is also viewed as a significant tool used to facilitate other
offences, therefore contribute to adversely impinge on society, economy, and stability as
well. Likewise, such a crime is somewhat intricate to be suppressed. Due to large amounts
of rewards, the criminal can exploit money from crime as a capital to commit more offences.
This ultimately turns into circle of crime, difficult to prevent and subdue. Additionally, the law
regulating those is considered so ineffective that cannot achieve its purpose for crime
control, mainly in view of the fact that the Criminal Code does not distinguish the passport
forgery from the offences relating to documents, and does not designate the proper penalty,
together with the complicated civil forfeiture measure, as a consequence, the fight against

money laundering become difficult.

Accordingly, it is requisite to determine the effective legal measures in order to
prevent and suppress passport forgery offence, such as Anti-Money Laundering Act B.E.
2542 which offers supreme criminal sanctions and effective civil forfeiture measure so as to
tackle money laundering. After all, in an attempt to take legal measure to solve the existing
problem, it is thus necessary to enact passport forgery offence as a predicate offence in the
Anti-Money Laundering Act B.E. 2542.
