Lesson Plan 1

Theme: Art History

Topic: Prehistoric Art

Time: 4 periods/ 60 minutes per period

Rationale: Students will recognize some prehistoric art sites in the

World and talk about it generally.

Terminal Objectives: Student should be able to identify the main idea of
the given text.
Students should be able to present an example of a
prehistoric art verbally.

Enabling Objectives: Students should be able to
1. read the given text and answer the questions
2. write the sentences using the past simple tense
3. use the learnt language to present a created pre-
historic art, and
4. find further information of the selected choice
outside classroom.

Grammar: Present simple tense and past simple tense
Vocabulary: Discovery, creativity, imagination, continent, occupation, hole,
cave, outstanding, unique, capacity

Material: Content sheets
Powerpoint presentation
Video clips
1 picture of African Rock Art
Procedures
Stage 1 Motivation
Period 1

1. The teacher starts the lesson by asking the students;
“Imagine that you were living in Africa 500 years ago, what would you use
when you want to draw a picture?”

2. The teacher asks the class to generate a wordlist of the materials they think of.
Teacher lets the students share the wordlist to class.

3. The teacher shows a picture of prehistoric African rock art and asks;
“Has anybody seen this picture before?”
“What do you see in this picture?”
“Where do you think it was painted?”
“How many years do you think it was created?”
“Who do you think made this painting?”
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4. The teacher thanks the students and informs them that they are going to watch a
video clip about prehistoric art and tells the students to take note;
The teacher;
- “I’m going to show you a video clip about the cave painting in Africa. The
we are going to talk a bit about it after watching.” '

5. After the video clip presentation, the teacher asks around what the students see
from the clip and write the answers on the board.

6. The teacher asks;
- “Do you know how people created those paintings?”

7. The teacher informs the students that they are cave painting of prehistoric art. It is
a picture taken from African Rock Art and they are going to learn about it later.

Stage 2 Presentation

1. The teacher says;
“Before we learn more about prehistoric art, we are going to
have a look at some vocabulary and the grammar first.”

2 The teacher distributes handout 1 and asks the students to read the list of words
and asks them to try matching the words with their meanings.

3. The teacher revises the present simple and past simple tenses by showing the chart
of the two tenses on powerpoint presentation and distributes hand out 2. The teacher
emphasizes on the use and the form of the two tenses.

4. Then, the teacher asks some guiding questions about the text to read:
“What do you think how old are the first artistic marks in Africa?”
“Can you give me some of the artistic products of human creativity?”
“How many continents are there in the world?”
“Do you think what continent we can find art products?”
“What do we know from arts in each part of the world?”

5. The teacher distributes the content sheet (handout 3) to the student and tells them
that the text they are about to read tells about the prehistoric art of the world. Then,
the teacher asks them to predict what it those arts should be.

6. The teacher presents the technique of skimming and scanning by explaining that:
“They are the reading techniques we use when we try to find information.”

“Skimming is letting your eyes skin over the text, to get a general idea of it.
Scanning is looking for key words or phrases to find out specific
information.

The topic sentence is the first sentence is a paragraph. Read it to

get a summary of that paragraph’s subject.”
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7 The teacher tells the student not to read the whole text word-for-word. They can
use as many clues as possible to give them some background information. There
might be pictures or images related to the topic, or an eye-catching title. The teacher
says: .

“Let your eyes skim over the surface of the text and, whilst thinking about
any clues you have found about the subject, look out for key words.”

1. Read the title, subtitles and subheading to find out what the text is about.
2. Look at the illustrations to give you further information about the topic.
3. Read the first and last sentence of each paragraph.

4. Don't read every word or every sentence. Let you eyes skim over the text, taking
in key words.

5. Continue to think about the meaning of the text.

8. The teacher asks the students to work in pairs to read the text. Then, teacher asks
them to prepare for the writing of mind map after reading.

9. The teacher reads the text aloud to students. The teacher pauses from time to time
to ask the name of the archeological sites.

10. After reading, the teacher asks; “What is the text all about?”

The students brainstorm, and the teacher writes the text main idea on the board.
Then, the teacher asks the student to write the name of the sites where there are cave
paintings according to the world’s regions. Then, the teacher distributes task 3 and
asks the students to complete it.

Stage 3 Practice
Period 2

1. The teacher revises by checking the answers of task 3 together.

2. Then, the teacher points out the tenses in the text and talks about them.
After reviewing, the teacher distributes task 1 a 2 to let the students complete in the
class and corrects them together.

3. The teacher introduces the speaking practice to students by asking them to answer
the questions verbally.

The teacher says; “Now, I’d like all of you to answer my questions verbally.
What do you always/ usually/ sometimes/ do ........... -

4. The teacher asks students randomly around the class. Then, the teacher asks the
students in past simple tense:
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The teacher says; “What did you study last semester? etc.”

5. After finishing, the teacher informs the students that they are going to prepare for
an activity. The teacher divides all of them into 3 groups and informs them about the
task. The teacher informs the students that it is about the presentation practice.

6. The teacher distributes a presentation structure (Introduction Part) (handout 4).
The teacher draws the structure of presentation on the board composing 3 parts:
introduction, body and conclusion. Then, the teacher tells the students that they are
going to learn about it part by part. ’

“The first part of the presentation structure is Introduction Part”

7. The teacher reads the form with the class and lets the students repeat after.

The teacher explains the expression from time to time. After that, the teacher lets the
students to read and study the example given. Finally, the teacher lets the students
work in pairs to create their own topic and practice with their partner. The teacher
chooses some students to perform in front of the class.

8. The teacher emphasizes that the students have to use it for the coming group
presentation. The teacher asks each group to look for more information about
archeological sites learnt from the text and bring to class in the next period. They can
provide it in form of text or pictures.

Period 3

Stage 4 Application

1. The teacher lets the students to get into their group (3 groups) and explains that
they are going to prepare for the group presentation. Each group is asked to imitate
the creation of prehistoric art and present them to class. They will have to choose an
archeological site learnt from the text and the information found from the internet to
create 3 pieces of artwork.

2. The teacher explains that after creating the art piece, they will show the work in
front of the class and present either the process of their art creation or the history of
the imitated artwork.

3. The teacher distributes Task A and lets the students read in their group.

The teacher helps each group with difficult words. Then, the teacher asks the
students to share the ideas within their group what they want to do. They can create
an artwork imitating the rock art or present it in form of other media: photograph,

powerpoint presentation, pictures, sculpture, etc. The teacher tells each group to take
the note of their ideas in order to use them on their presentation.

4. The teacher lets the students get into their group and presents their information to
Fhe group. The teacher has them discuss and make a decision on selecting
information from the group members for their presentation.
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5. The teacher tells them to prepare for the oral presentation. The teacher informs the
students that 3 representatives of the group will present the work in front of class in
the next lesson.

6. The teacher helps the students for their language problems. If time allows,
the teacher let the group rehearse the presentation.

Stage 5 Review
Period 4

1. The teacher reviews the vocabulary and expressions learnt again.

2. The teacher lets each group present their task to the class. After finishing the
presentation, the teacher discuss about the Prehistoric Art with students.
The teacher asks the questions from task 3 to review.

3. The teacher asks the students to create the vocabulary cards and pin them on the
vocabulary board for future reference. The teacher tells the students to draw a picture
on each card if possible.

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Handout 3: Prehistoric Art
Prehistoric Art

The origins of art are a very long one. The first human artistic marks seem to
have happened about 100,000 B.C. in African rock art. Now, with new technologies,
research methods and archaeological discoveries, we can see the history of human
artistic marks clearer than before.

Hands at the Cuevas de las Manos upon Rio Pinturas, near the town of Perito
Moreno in Santa Cruz Province, Argentina.

Art is seen as the product of human creativity and imagination. It includes
music, dance and poetry. Also, the material arts are such as painting, sculpture,
drawing, pottery, body decoration, etc.

By 20,000 B.C., humans had lived in every continent except Antartica.
We assume that art started in Africa because the earliest human occupation occurred
there. For examples, we found the African rock art at Apollo 11 cave and
Wonderwerk cave. We found the pictures of animals and geometric shapes which
were engraved and painted on stone.

In western Europe, we discovered the cave paintings mostly in France and
Spain. In the year 1940, four boys in France - who were playing in a field with their
dog — found something very special. After their dog fell down a hole, the boys
climbed in to find not only their pet — safe and sound — but caves full of prehistoric
art. It was later discovered that the paintings inside the caves were more than 15,000
years old! These caves are called the Lascaux caves.
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Rock art in Australia also represents the longest tradition in the world.
At Ubirr in northern Australia, we found exceptional examples of Aboriginal rock art
beginning perhaps 40,000 B.C.

In South Asia, we have less studied, but we found paintings in the cave such
as Pachmari Hills in India. In the cave, there are pictures of animals and hunting
practices of the Mesolithic period.

In the Central and East Asia, the areas are much bigger. There are
outstanding examples of art, such as the sculpture of female figurine from Mal’ta.

The artworks from all parts of the world show the creativity and imagination
of human. The arts in each region let us know the unique environments, cultures and
individuals who created them. They gave us an idea about characteristics of earliest
humans’ creative and artistic capacity in the prehistoric time.

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Task A: Cave painting

Objectives: Have you ever looked at pictures of prehistoric paintings? You have?
Great! Now, have you ever thought about trying your hand at some "cave" paintings?
Prehistoric paint was created by mixing dirt, ground up rocks and animal fat.
Sometimes, bits of burned wood were ground up, mixed with animal fat and used for
painting as well. You can create your own "prehistoric paint".

What You Need:

small bags

an old spoon

some old bowls or styrofoam trays

vegetable shortening or lard

a few stiff bristle house painting brushes or old toothbrushes that no one uses
anymore

some mural or finger painting paper

masking tape

dirt

What You Do:

Go for a walk outside and using an old spoon or a garden trowel, scoop up some dirt
and place it in a bag.

Scoop up some more dirt and put it in a different bag -- be sure to look for different
colours of dirt.

Once you are happy with the amount of soil you have, take it back to a work table
and start to take out any bits of stones or grass.

If you have an old flour sifter, this would be a good time to use it. If not, just use
your hands.

Using an old spoon, mash the dirt up in a bowl or tray so that it is nice and smooth
(keep the colours separate).

Add a spoonful of vegetable shortening to the dirt. Icky isn't it?

Add more dirt if the mixture is too light in color.

Add more shortening if the mixture is too dry.

Once all the prehistoric paint is mixed up, tape some mural paper (or wrapping paper
- fancy side down) on the wall or table.

Using old paintbrushes or toothbrushes, start to paint!

If you are feeling really adventurous, you can go outside and find a big rock or
boulder to paint on.
