This Thesis is a study about Health Risk of Orchard Farmers who not just at from
pesticide risk to their body, but also looking at the health risk to social factor such as they family
and capital system market which pressure them to use chemicals, because the pesticide can
control product. When farmers work in health risk conditions, how does it impact the health
concept and health management of themself.

Methodology was carried at using descriptive research from 13 orchard farmers and
their families about 12 families and 1 tenant family were interviewed and observation family
health care, economic and health from individual perspective and health management of them in
suburb area which orchard farms are densely populated. Data was collected over a period 6
months.

The result is “Agency” of Orchard farmer using it was established since ancestral time.
Although they acknowledge pesticide risk they cannot avoid because they depend the product on
capital market which monoculture agricultural are important the social structure risk. The “Health
concept”, “Health Behavior” and “Health management” factors still do not impact the farmers
when working with pesticide, but they still regard safety more for their children for without the
pesticide work because this choice in their lifestyle or “Health lifestyle” in the orchard farmers
chance.
