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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the difference in Self Control, Self Esteem,
and Social Support between the Amphetamine Abstinent and the Amphetamine Relapse. The
samples were 34 Amphetamine Abstinent and 47 Amphetamine Relapses.The research materials
were 3 measures , namely , Self Control Test , Self Esteem ,and Social Support Test.

The results of the study were as follows:

The research hypothesis was accepted.

1. For overall , the Self Control scores of the Amphetamine Abstinents were
significantly greater than the Amphetamine Relapses’ scores at .001 level(t=5.89 ).

2. For overall , the Self Esteem scores of the Amphetamine Abstinent and the
Amphetamine Relapses were not significant statistically different.

3. For overall , the Social Support scores of the Amphetamine Abstinents were

significantly greater than the Amphetamine Relapses’ scores at .05 level (t=2.29).
