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The purpose of this thesis was to study the four syllable words in the Tai
Lue language by using the study forms of pattern analysis, constituent, function in
sentence, word formation process and world view of Tai Lue people towards the four
syllable words. The study was conducted by using the 3 eras of data collected from Tai
Lue documentaries and the interview of Tai Lue native residing in the Sipsongpanna.
The timing of this study was from the year 2400 B.E. to 2500 B.E., 2501 B.E. to
2530 B.E.and 2531 B.E. to 2551 B.E..

The result of the study found that there were 4 patterns of the four syllable
words namely AABB, ABAC, ABCB, and ABCD. There were 3 constituent types of thé
_four syllable words namely the word base, partially word base and non—word base. The
study of the words function found that the Tai Lue four syllable words could function as
the sentence constituents such as intransitive verb, direct object, transitive verb, verb
modifiers, object modifiers, subject, subject modifiers, adjunct and nomen. The four syllable
word in the Tai Lue language derived from 4 processes namely embedded word,
compounded word, complement repeated word and reduplicated word.

Lastly, The study of the world view in the Tai Lue four syllable words found

that the four syllable words reflected the world view in 3 aspects namely governance
and social stratification, religion and beliefs and lifestyles of the Tai Lue. The first view is
the different class system in the Tai Lue society which shows that during 2400 B.E. to 2500 B.E.
was govern with a monarchy system. Society was divided according to different governmental
positions. But from 2501 B.E. to 2530 B.E. and 2531 B.E. to 2551 B.E., society became divided
in different classes according to the knowledge, wealth, and age of the population. As for their
second perspective for their beliefs, there is evidence that they were a Buddhist society which also
wortshiped necromancy with a strong belief in karma and reincarnation and worship of deceased
ancestors. And their final perspective for the lifestyles of the Tai Lue society, you can see that in
every generation the main profession within the society consists of agricultural activities with

additions of being tradesmen and animal herders.
