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Abstract

This research is aimed to examine dictionary form of Japanese verbs written in Kanji
which entailed by Okurigana. From the dictionary used in this research, there are 4,793 Japanese
verbs in Kanji entailed by Okurigana. The most found verbs consisting of 2,252 words are those
in the fifth category ((kanji+okurigana) + (kanji+okurigana)) which has compound form, followed
by verbs in the first category (kanji+okurigana); single word form, which consisting of 1,906
words. The third one consisting of 488 words is of verbs in the fourth category (kanji + kanji +
okurigana).

When examining the verbs according to ending sound, it is found that the group of verbs
ending with /-eru/ sound is the biggest consisting of 1,392 words, followed by the group of
verbs ending with % /ru/ sound consisting of 1,098 words. The third group is the group of verbs
ending with ¥~ /su/ sound consisting of 917 words. For those verbs ending with -2 /tsu/, < /gu/
and 5 /bu/ sounds, the number of them altogether is less than 100 words and there are only
two verbs ending with ¥ /nu/ sound.

Considering attribute and number syllable of Okurigana, it is found that verbs in the first
category have 1-5 syllables of Okurigana and 1 syllable Okunigana appears in all phone
categories. Verbs in the second category have 3-5 syllables of Okurigana. Verbs in the third
category have only 2 syllables of Okurigana. Verbs in the fourth and the fifth categories have 1-4
syllables of Okurigana and 1 syllable Okurigana appears in all phone categories.

For the attributes of being transitive and intransitive verbs of Okurigana, it is found that
there is no particular rules to explain the existence and the appearance, but it can be grouped
into three main types those are 1) transitive form of verbs which their intransitive form ending
with /-u/ sound will end with 3/-su/, 2) transitive form of verbs which their intransitive form
ending with /-u/ sound will end with -/e/ru sound, and 3) transitive form of verbs which their

intransitive form ending with -/e/ru sound will end with /-u/ sound.
